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RESUMEN

Con el objetivo de hacer un acercamiento a dos maneras de abordar el paradigma civilizatorio
matriarcal, se expone acerca de la sistematizacion de la filosofia de las sociedades matriarcales
efectuada por Heide Goettner-Abendroth, por un lado, asi como acerca de la obra sobre los origenes
matriarcales de la civilizacion a cargo de Abdullah Ocalan. La personalidad y experiencia de vida de la
filosofa alemana Goettner-Abendroth, como mujer que sufrié también una discriminacion académica
por la controversia provocada por su linea de investigacion, destaca en esta resistencia al patriarcado.
Por otro lado, desde una perspectiva distinta a la occidental, pero coincidente en los aspectos que
ponen en el origen a lo matriarcal, se presenta el testimonio de vida del lider politico e intelectual
kurdo Abdullah Ocalan, que continda injustamente encarcelado a consecuencia de su defensa de la
revolucion de las mujeres: “Mujer, vida y libertad”. El contraste presentado entre estos dos referentes
diversos permite ver la diversidad de argumentos que existen para sostener que los matriarcados no
solo existen, sino que resisten por milenios. Se buscan puntos en comun entre una investigacion sobre
las sociedades indigenas matriarcales alrededor del mundo y el paradigma de un confederalismo
democratico que tiene sus raices en la arqueologia de las primeras civilizaciones que fueron
matriarcales.
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ABSTRACT

With the objective of making an approach to two ways to address the matriarchal civilization paradigm,
it is exposed about the systematization of the philosophy of the matriarchal societies carried out by
Heide Goettner-Abendroth, on the one hand, as well as about the work on the origins Matriarchals of
civilization by Abdullah Ocalan. The personality and life experience of the German philosopher
Goettner-Abendroth, as a woman who also suffered academic discrimination due to the controversy
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caused by her line of research, stands out in this resistance to patriarchy. On the other hand, from a
different perspective than the western one, but coincident in the aspects that put the origin of the
matriarchal, the testimony of the life of the political and intellectual leader Kurdo Abdullah Ocalan is
presented, which continues to be unjustly imprisoned as a result of its defense of the women's
revolution: "Woman, life and freedom."” The contrast presented between these two diverse referents
allows to see the diversity of arguments that exist to maintain that matriarchy not only exist, but resist
by millennia. Common points are sought between an investigation into the matriarchal indigenous
societies around the world and the paradigm of a democratic confederalism that has its roots in the
archeology of the first civilizations that were matriarchal.
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
